
General information about Hungary 

● Hungary is a safe country with a low crime rate. 

● The majority of Hungarians speak English and/or German. 

● Grocery stores (Lidl, Aldi, Tesco) are typically open between 6.30 am and 9 pm.  

● There is a „Mc´Donalds“ in Balatonlelle (open from 7 am until 11 pm) 

● In the towns along the shores of Lake Balaton, you have to pay for parking, in many places even at 
weekends. 

● There is no particular risk of infectious diseases. 

● Tap water is safe to drink. 

● There is a tipping practice in restaurants, you can simply pay the list prices or if you are satisfied, 
you can leave a bonus of 5 to 10 percent of the price. 

● Adhere to speed limits. The fining system means that getting caught speeding is very expensive.
